india and provide them opportunity to work at Indian R&D/academic institutions to
upgrade their research skills and expertise.

iX. FINANCIAL AND OTHER TERMS & CONDITIONS

Full financial assistance will be provided to the selected Fellows which will include the
following:-
a. Round trip international airfare by excursion/economy class and by shortest route
from the international airport in the home country to the international airport nearest
to the host institution.

b. A consolidated Fellowship amount of Indian Rupees (INR) 35,000 [about US$ 575
at the current exchange rate] per month (non-taxable) for accommodation, meals
and other miscellaneous expenses.

c. One-time grant of INR 15,000 [about US$ 250 at the current exchange rate] for
domestic travel for airport transfers and visiting research institutions, aitending
scientific /events and field-trips within India.
